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RELIGIOUS GLOBALIZATION AS A PHILOSOPHICAL PROBLEM

The purpose of the article is to outline some of the processes that are crucial for the understanding
how globalization and religion coexist and interact with each other in modern world. It is pointed out
that there is a necessity of determining the role of religion in the process of globalization (whether it
is a victim, a bystander, or an active counterpart). It is also stressed that one should choose between
these possibilities before undergoing any further research in this matter.
