FORWORD

The current issue of “Researches in Religious Studies” addresses the
religious anthropology as a complex discipline within the study of religion
that explores the diversity of the doctrines about human being understood
by the world religions.

However, prior to brief description of this issue contents, it seems nec-
essary to say a few words about the philosopher and scholar or religion,
professor of religious studies at the Faculty of Philosophy, Lomonosov Mos-
cow State University, Kirill Ivanovich Nikonov (1938-2015), who played a
key role in the history of religious anthropology in Russia.

The scale of a scientist's personality and work often becomes evident many
years after his/her death — a long time could pass before academic heritage
can be fully unfolded, and we are not always able to adequately assess it.
Heritage (both in philosophy and study of religion) of Kirill Nikonov is by
no means limited to his monographs, articles and chapters in handbooks —a
huge contribution to the work with students, and some were lucky enough
to be his students and later colleagues, allows us to talk about the formation
of a minor but very important school.

Today we can confidently say that this school is not limited to work in
the field of a particular area of the study of religion. The particularity of the
Nikonov’s school is a combination of system-historical view on formation
and development of religious traditions, which necessarily requires pro-
fessional work with a language, of thorough reading of basic texts and of
broad contextual outlook in the field of history in general and the history
of philosophy in particular with the understanding and acceptance of the
huge humanistic potential, fundamentally inseparable from the religious
tradition per se.

Section “The Theme of the Issue” contains the article by Nataliya
Zheleznova (Institute of philosophy RAS) on Jain doctrine of human being
as a special form of existence of spiritual substances, and article by Maya
Babkova (Institute of Oriental studies RAS) addresses the analysis of the mo-
nastic and worldly ways of life in the Japanese compendium of instructive XII
century stories “Collection of ancient novels” (“Konjaku Monogatari-Shu”).

Section “Works” contains an article by David Damte (independent re-
searcher) where he continues extensive research on Russian psychology
of religion and addresses the main directions of the Soviet psychology of
religion in the 1920s. The article by Alexander Zorin (Institute of Oriental



manuscripts RAS) is in fact a historical and religious introduction to the
publication of a rare Tibetan manuscript devoted to the ritual of visual-
ization of Colored Jnana-Garuda — deity associated with the Kalachakra
Tantra; the transliteration of the manuscript is accompanied by a parallel
translation into Russian.

Section “Discussion” is devoted to a significant event for the study of
religion in Russia — almost simultaneous release of two translations of
Durkheim’s “Elementary forms of religious life”, one of the major — for
at least sociology and the study of religion — texts of the twentieth centu-
ry. Editorial team contacted several people who professionally specialize
in Durkheimian studies asking them to answer some questions: Alexander
Hoffman (Institute of sociology RAS), Dmitry Kurakin (Higher School of
Economics), Ivan Strenski (University of California, Santa Barbara), Ann
Rolls (Bentley University), and Steven Lukes (University of New York).

Section “Conferences” includes the article by Oxana Kuropatkina (Rus-
sian State University for the Humanities) “Laestadianism: structure, values,
social views”. The issue traditionally presents reviews.

The next issue is planned to be published prior to the dates of the Third
Congress of Russian Society for Study of Religion (October 4-6, 2019 in
Herzen State Pedagogical University of Russia, St. Petersburg). The issue
will be focused on the social history of Russian esoteric groups of the late
XIX — early XX century.
